YOYO Codebook 2010

Youth One Year Out (YOYO) Codebook – 2010 
How to use this codebook:  We have assembled this codebook to help you understand and analyze individual level data for your district’s Youth One Year Out (YOYO) former student interview. Individual level data is available to DOSE’s upon request.  These data will be in an Excel file labeled: DISTRICTNAME_2010YOYO.xls.  In this file the rows represent individual former students, and columns represent individual items, or ‘variables’ from the YOYO.
In this codebook, each box represents a column in your database. The ‘variable’ is the name of the column.  Variable names comprise the first row of your database. They are often confusing to look at, and are generally only used for coding and analysis.
The ‘Full Question’ field is the question, or item, as it appears in the YOYO interview.  It is often quite long.
The ‘Notes’ field includes any extra information you might need to know about how this item was coded.  This field might contain information indicating that this is a ‘scaled item’ or a ‘check all that apply’ item.
The ‘Answer Codes’ field explains the coding structure for the item. Often, items are coded in ways that make little sense without this.  For instance, a ‘1’ may refer to the answer “Yes, I am employed” or a ‘97’ may indicate that a respondent replied “I don’t know” to a question.
A few basic coding conventions include, in general, these concepts:
· For yes/no questions a ‘1’ will indicate “yes” and a ‘0’ will indicate “no.”
· If an item was left blank, or skipped (never asked) the response will be either blank or “NULL”
· For ‘check all that apply’ items, a ‘1’ indicates an item was ‘checked’.  Unchecked items are either blank or “NULL”
· Scaled items have ‘higher’ values for more agreeable responses
· 97 will usually indicate “Don’t know”
· 98 will usually indicate “Refused”
· 99 will usually indicate “Other (please specify)”

TYPES OF QUESTIONS
Many items in the YOYO are straightforward – a YOYO item with a single number gets a single response which you can decipher from the answer code. However, this is not always the case.  Following are other types of items which you may want to pay special attention to:
· Automatically generated items- Most of these appear at the beginning or at the end, and are generated from information other than what is directly entered.  The interviewer’s name, e-mail address, district and coop are determined by the login and are not separate questions. The variables: I14a I14b1, I14c1 and I14c2 are perhaps the most confusing.  These are constructed by KyPSO to create the Indicator 14 data.  They are not, however, the actual Indicator 14 data themselves, they are hierarchical (anyone in I14a is automatically excluded from I14b1, etc…) and mutually exclusive (no one can be in more than one).  Essentially, Indicator 14 A = I14a, Indicator 14 B = I14a + I14b1, and Indicator 14 C= I14a + I14b1 + I14c1 + I14c2.  Most of the other automatically generated items are simply internal computer code, and its not necessary to understand them.
· Check all that apply item- Items such as YOYO Item #63, “Do you belong to any groups / club or teams?” looks relatively straightforward, but can be difficult to code.  Because an interviewer can check multiple answers, the coding itself takes multiple columns.  Thus, each column represents not the answer to the full question, but whether or not a particular answer was checked.  Consider the item ‘Cp_relg’.  If there is a ‘1’ in this column, that indicates that a former student answered this question by saying that they were involved in a religious group. If this is blank, or contains “NULL” they did not indicate belonging to a religious group. The next column is still the same question, but a different item (Cp_ymca) which represents whether or not the former student was involved in the YMCA or YWCA (1=they were).
· Scaled items – these have numeric values which might be analyzed as a scale. Rather than treating these as several discreet categories, we recommend taking the mean of the responses. However , please note that even scaled items can contain numeric responses outside of that scale! A value of 98 indicated that a former student “Refused” to answer the item – make sure you don’t compute average scale scores with these other numbers in them.
· Multi-scaled item- similar to scaled items, but in these cases a single question will use the same scale to address several different things.  Consider YOYO item #26, “Thinking back to your time in high school, how helpful were the following factors in preparing you for employment?” The same scale (1-4) is used to rate several different classes and other factors. In these cases we include the factor under consideration in the “Actual Question” field, even though this is not exactly how it appears.  For instance, “26. Thinking back to your time in high school, how helpful were the following factors in preparing you for employment? (General Education Classes)” refers specifically to the helpfulness of general education classes.
· “Other” text items- Often an item will include the answer “Other (please specify)”.  We treat this both as an answer coded “other” (‘99’ in single response items and ‘1’ in check all that apply items), and a separate item in which the interviewer can write the text for what the ‘other’ category referred to.
One other thing to keep in mind is that not all questions were asked to all respondents. Because the interview itself contains ‘skip logic’ items that are irrelevant will simply be skipped for that individual.  For instance, a former student who reports that they are not employed will not be asked questions about their job. Former students that graduated with a diploma will not be asked why they dropped out of school. In some rare instances interviewers have found ways to go on and include responses to these seemingly illogical questions.  We are working to improve our system so that it does not allow anyone to do this in the future, but this year’s data may in some cases contain such anomalies.
