Vocational Rehabilitation (OVR)

The OVR’s purpose is to assist Kentuckians with disabilities in achieving suitable employment and independence. OVR Counselor’s take individual referral information, open a “case” and then provide employment services such as job readiness training, vocational counseling, and supported employment.

Social Security Disability Insurance (SSDI) pays benefits to you and certain members of your family if you are "insured," meaning that you worked long enough and paid Social Security taxes.

The term "supported employment" means competitive work in integrated work settings, or employment in integrated work settings in which individuals are working toward competitive work, consistent with the strengths, resources, priorities, concerns, abilities, capabilities, interests, and informed choice of the individuals, for individuals with the most significant disabilities--

· for whom competitive employment has not traditionally occurred; or

· for whom competitive employment has been interrupted or intermittent as a result of a significant disability; and

· who, because of the nature and severity of their disability, need intensive supported employment services for the period, and any extension, described in paragraph (36)(C) and extended services after the transition described in paragraph (13)(C) in order to perform such work.

· Certain transitional employment

Sheltered Employment 
Sheltered Employment is employment in which the majority of employees are those with disabilities working together in one location. Sheltered Employees often earn below minimum wage.
